Recycle Right — Project Evaluation Surveys
Project information and prize draw terms and conditions

Yarra Ranges Council is conducting a prize draw as part of the evaluation of the ‘Reducing Recycling

The purpose of the prize draw is to encourage as many residents as possible to provide feedback on
the campaign materials promoted and circulated across Yarra Ranges in each phase of the project.

PRIZE DRAW ELIGIBILITY

submitted by the closing date and time specified with each survey.

Surveys and prize draw entry forms can be completed online or using a printed form provided at
Council Links.

Only one entry per resident per project phase will be eligible for each prize draw.

Prize draws in this project are open to residents of the Yarra Ranges municipality who are over 18
years of age.

Employees of Yarra Ranges Council are ineligible to enter prize draws.

Proof of identity and residence in the Yarra Ranges municipality will be required when claiming a
prize. This may be in the form of viewing an original rates notice, driver’s licence or other form of
photo identification.

Surveys and prize draw entries must be received online, by mail or hand delivered to a Yarra Ranges
Council Community Link office by 5pm on the closing date for each survey.

Yarra Ranges Council has no responsibility to accept late, lost or misdirected entries to the prize
draw.

PRIZE DRAW OUTLINE

Minor prize draw - for completion of each survey conducted at the completion of each project
phase.

Major Prize Draw — for completion of all five phase surveys within specified timeframes for each
phase.

PRIZE DRAW WINNERS AND NOTIFICATIONS
The prize draw for each survey will be completed by the Friday following each survey closing date.

Winners will be randomly selected from eligible survey respondents who complete the entry form
included with their survey.



Each winner will be contacted by phone on completion of the prize draw.

Where a winner cannot be contacted within five business days of the prize draw, or a winner is
unable to satisfy eligibility requirements outlined in these terms and conditions, a new winner will
be randomly selected from remaining eligible recipients.

Prizes can be collected in person at a Yarra Ranges Council Community Link, or by other method at
the discretion of the project manager. Proof of identity and residence in Yarra Ranges will be
required to receive a prize, as outlined in prize draw eligibility.
